President’s Message VCSDA Spotlight

During the Association of California Water Agencies’ Washington, D.C.
Conference, Board Directors and staff from Calleguas Municipal Water
District had the opportunity to present Congresswoman Julia Brownley with
a ceremonial proclamation recognizing her leadership and advocacy in
securing federal funding that advances regional water reliability. 

Congresswoman Brownley has demonstrated strong leadership and
continued commitment to infrastructure investment and water reliability for
Ventura County and the broader region. In 2024, the Congresswoman
included the Lake Bard Pump Station project in her Community Project
Funding request. Through two years of federal upheaval and funding
deferrals, the Congresswoman persisted, retaining the project in her
request and championing its need until, with the passage of H.R. 6938 in
January, the $1.092 million was secured.  The planned project will
significantly enhance the effectiveness of Calleguas’s existing emergency
water supply by allowing full access to Lake Bard supplies. 

The Lake Bard Pump Station project will support the delivery of reliable
water supplies to Calleguas’s 19 purveyors and the communities they serve.
Federal participation in this project reflects the importance of sustained
partnerships between local water agencies and elected officials in
addressing long-term water reliability challenges.

The Association of Pacific Ports recently held
its Winter Conference in Honolulu, where
Community Outreach Specialist Maripas
Jacobo shared the Port of Hueneme’s
workforce development program. The new
Sustainability, Prosperity, Education, Equity-
Driven (S.P.E.E.D) initiative represents a
$2million investment through which the Port is
expanding partnerships with schools,
universities, trade organizations, nonprofits,
and others. Together, they’ll deliver education,
certifications, internships, apprenticeships,
training, and additional services designed to
reach whole families. S.P.E.E.D. connects
participants to careers in global trade,
logistics, and maritime industries with an
emphasis on serving those in Oxnard and
Port Hueneme. 
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
