President Ralston invited Brian Pendleton with Ventura Port District and Mary Ann Rooney with
Oxnard Harbor District to share the news of the $16 million sub-award from the California State
Transportation Agency’s Port and Freight Infrastructure Program grant they received to work together
on projects to support efficiency of operations for the ports.
